v.1—“urge”…a strong push to pray.
· 4 aspects of prayer: “petitions, prayers, intercessions, and thanksgiving”
· Prayer “for all people”…
v.2-3—Prayers point: “godliness/holiness” 
    and “peace/quiet”…this is good to God!
v.4—God’s desire for all to be saved…He 
    chose us, but will we choose Him?!!
v.4-7—Explaining the Gospel message…
Read: Colossians 4:2-6
v.2—“devoted to prayer”: disciplined/habitual/
     consistent in all circumstances!
v.3—Saint Paul requested prayers!!!
· The need to pray for open doors…
v.4-6—Proclamation happens (v.4) thru 
     actions (v.5) and conversations (v.6)…
· Our actions are being observed (v.5)!
· Living in dialogues, not monologues (v.6)!
