· Servant’s clothes and echoing Jesus and the cross (cf. Jn.13, 19:23-24)…
v.5—Priest as representative…
v.6-10—2 goats: 1 sacrificed, 1 released (cf. 	Heb.10)…
v.11-14—Behind the curtain…Holy of Holies.
v.15-19—Making atonement for Holy Place…
· Even “church” gets tainted by human sin…
v.20-21—National confession of corporate sin.
v.22-28—Taken out and totally burned…
v.29-35—National holiday…
17:1-9—Value of “credentialing”…
v.10-14—Connection between life and blood...
